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In observance of World Food Day (October 16th) and United 
Nations Day (October 24th), the Institute of World Culture will 
sponsor a dialogue on the conceptual framework and practical 
pursuit of the UN Millennium Development Goals for reducing 
poverty by half by 2015. Father Benigno Beltran represented the 
Philippines in a three day summit of world leaders to assess the 
progress of and pledge fresh commitment to these goals 
proclaimed by the United Nations in 2000.   He is developing 
projects in the Philippines such as the Veritas e-trading business 
model that provides possibilities for uplift of the poor. Other 
activists engaged in social businesses and social service projects 
will join in the discussion.
